William Beaumont Army Medical Center is a military treatment facility located at the Fort Bliss Army installation in El Paso, Texas. The center provides primary, specialty, ancillary, emergency and inpatient services to the 32,000 active-duty Army Soldiers, their family members and retirees living in the region. Its mission is to deliver comprehensive high quality health care and preventive services as well as ensure medical readiness for all soldiers assigned to and deployed from Fort Bliss/White Sands Missile Range. The WBAMC vision is that all Team Bliss soldiers, family members and retirees see William Beaumont Army Medical Center as their healthcare home of choice.
WBAMC is a dynamic, modern facility that employs more than 3,500 health care and administrative professionals. With a legacy of excellence that dates back more than 90 years, the William Beaumont healthcare team continues to flawlessly execute the mission of health care delivery.
WBAMC Department of Behavioral Health
The Army and the Department of Defense have recognized the importance of overcoming the stigma associated with seeking behavioral health assistance for the men and women in military service.
WBAMC Department of Behavioral Health strives to implement new Army and DOD measures combating behavioral health issues affecting Soldiers. At present, WBAMC has more than 143 licensed behavioral health providers within its network, with over 20 Behavioral Health System of Care programs.
Currently WBAMC is aggressively implementing the Army’s embedded behavioral health initiative – placing providers in unit areas to increase access to care and improve understanding of unit stressors. 
William Beaumont also operates one of the largest inpatient psychiatry services in the Army with 28 inpatient beds. 
WBAMC also has a state-of-the-art Traumatic Brain Injury Clinic – a Level-III validated clinic with a multidisciplinary team of therapists on site including occupational, physical, speech, audiology as well as neurologist, neuropsychologist, case manager, social worker and care providers who screen and treat the Soldiers with TBI.
WBAMC: A Learning Hospital
William Beaumont is an academic medical center with a robust Graduate Medical Education Program with four specialties – orthopedics, internal medicine, general surgery and one-year transitional interns.
The Army hospital also provides opportunities for medical students throughout the nation to do rotations at William Beaumont Army Medical Center.
Through the El Paso Psychology Internship Consortium, WBAMC is providing psychology interns with high-quality, evidence-based training specialized for the El Paso population and U.S. Army Soldiers.
Psychology interns are assigned to a specific clinic with an option of rotating to different behavioral health clinics for a larger breadth of experience and training. WBAMC offers a wide array of opportunities for the interns but will focus on high quality training in the two preferred areas of interest identified by the intern.
The DBH Training program
The Department of Behavioral Health is fully committed to training doctoral level students in the EPPIC program.  As William Beaumont Army Medical Center is dedicated to providing soldiers and their families with a world class care to help them return to duty and remain successful in their personal lives, the DBH also holds the same high standard in providing an internship experience with the necessary training and experience to help interns develop the skills and professional identity requisite to become competent professionals and effective therapists.  The training program has been specifically designed to give the intern a full range of experiences found within a comprehensive medical training facility.  With the partnership we have created with the El Paso Psychology Internship Consortium, the DBH also provides interns the opportunities to customize their training experience through a number of additional elective training rotations to increase the breadth of experience for interns.
